I have been invited to come and speak 
at #5, so maybe God will open another door there.  What 
is most important in my service here is people.  God is 
putting people in my life that I have a chance to show 
God’s saving grace to and allow Him to bring about His 
dramatic changes in their lives.

I am gathering information to give you a fuller picture of 
the Church in Kremenchuk for our next newsletter in 
April.  Remember that there are actually 4 churches in 
Kremenchuk itself and 2 in neighboring towns.  The 
Church of Christ where I worship is healthy and growing 
in Spirit, Word and numbers.  Our building is nearly full 
every Sunday.  I am preaching more often and the 
congregation receives me well.  I am constantly trying to 
integrate my young friends, my students into the body of 
Christ.   
 

Summer Plans 
     Many of our students who are interested and active 
now, have come to us from our summer ministry 
outreach.  Our workers are coming to us from several 
different places this summer, but still through the Master 
Apprentice Program out of the East Hill Church of 
Christ in York, NE.  We will have at least 2 students 
with us from York College again this summer maybe 3.  
Kelli Himebough (who has come the last 2 years) has 
moved to Oklahoma and is bringing 2 people for sure 
with her to work with us and maybe 3!  I am pleased to 
say that my daughter Jenise will be joining us as well.  
Jenise is a student at San Angelo State University, San 
Angelo, TX.  She is 22 and will turn 23 while she is 
here!  These workers will be coming from May 5th or so 
and staying until about July 12th!  Wow, is the Lord’s 
work ever going to be blessed this summer!

     Then I am also pleased to announce that a group of 
about 7 people will be coming from my overseeing 
church, the West Fayetteville Church of Christ, 
Fayetteville, TN!

     We will teach about 4 or 5 weeks of classes from 
mid-May to mid-June.  Then we will take about 2 weeks 
to go to the Black Sea for our Bible Camp.
