Boy’'s Prison Work

Since the first of November, 2003 Gregory and | have
been working at getting me official recognition to again
work in the prison. About thefirst of March, we had
finally finished al the paper work and had it sent off to
the main Prison officein Kiev. However, we have not
heard anything back from them. One of the main
problemsisthat all over Ukraine, they are not allowing
any foreignersinto the prisons. My guessisthat it is
because the prisons arein such terrible conditions they
don’t want anyone too see the prisons or to tell about
them. It is definitely very hard to get in and take
pictures. Please pray for | will soon be able to get back
into the prison to do my part this work.

The prison work continues to do well even though |
am not there. | have always just been apart of this work
and not the main moving force within it. Themain
moving force, without a doubt is God. The Orthodox
Church has decided to pull out of the prison as they were
having practically no one to come to their services and
activities. The Church of Christ in the prison has been
averaging 150 boys on Sundays with a high of 165. You
cannot imagine how crowed thisisin our little church
building in the prison! Thisis now alegal and
recognized Church of Christ! Gregory and | arelegal
preachers for this church, but | can’t get in to preach. |
really want to be there, because | love being apart of this
outreach. The boys are always asking Gregory when |
will get to come back to them!

Thesekids are really wdl behaved (more than
most) and are kind of a special class at school. They are
special to me, too!
